"y Guidelines: In the think aloud strategy, students are supposed to say out loud what they
are thinking about as they read, carry out a scientific experiment, etc. Thinking aloud is
a great way to develop reflective and independent thinking and comprehension.

These notes contain useful constructions to help you think aloud. Use them to make your speaking
or writing more effective.
